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n response to both a resolution passed
at its annual meeting in 2006 and the
ever-growing need, the Canon Law
Society of America is sponsoring sem-

inars to train canonical advocates for penal
and other contentious, non-marriage cases,
judicial as well as administrative, with an
emphasis on clerical sex abuse of minors.

The first seminar will be held in San
Antonio, Texas, from 28-30 January at 
the Oblate Renewal Center.  The target
audience is degreed canonists with broad
Tribunal experience and with some initial
experience of advocacy in penal cases.  The
role of the advocate will be explored in the
context of a case study of clerical sexual
abuse.  Many of the ideas and practices
would generalize to advocacy in other areas
such as removal or transfer of a pastor, inap-
propriate behavior that does not necessarily
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carry dismissal from the clerical state but
could result in restrictions being placed
on a cleric, laity being aggrieved and
wanted to initiate action, etc.

The seminar leaders are Rick Bass,
JCL, Fred Easton, JCL, Paul Golden,
CM, JCD, Jerry Jorgensen, JCL, Pat
Lagges, JCD and Dan Smilanic, JCD.
Using the elements of the case study, the
leaders will review the canons on penal
process and share their broad experience
of advocacy.  The participants will have
ample time to discuss their questions and
to write various advocate’s briefs.

The cost of the seminar is $475 USD
and includes all meals, private rooms,
evening socials and all materials.

our convention I went north, for the
Canadian Canon Law Society held its
42nd annual meeting in Niagara Falls,
Ontario. I shared with members of both
sister societies warmest good wishes –
and even a few nervous good wishes en
français while in Canada! – from all of
you. In both place the esteem and grat-
itude of our international colleagues for
the leadership and assistance of the
CLSA – especially by our publications
and in the context of the personal con-
sultation we offer – was made clear, not
only in words but by their marvelous
hospitality.

These travels framed a wonderful
convention of our own, our 69th annual
gathering in Costa Mesa, California.
The “evaluation sheets” turned in by so
many of you at the conclusion of the
convention show were very positive,
lauding especially the content of the
various presentations and the quality of
the food! It was good to see you there,
not only to learn together but also to
renew acquaintances and “network” in
ways that are beneficial to our common
interests and ministries.

During the convention the question
was raised about the need to revisit our
Society’s Code of Professional Responsi-
bility and its Statement on Professional
Courtesies. Much sentiment was
expressed urging the revision of these
texts, which were developed in the
1980’s. In the past quarter century since
the promulgation of the Code of Canon
Law, much of our canonical experience
– and it seems especially our assistance
in more contentious situations within
the Church – suggest that an updating
is in order. Thus I have established a
Task Force for this purpose, and have
asked Sr. Melanie DiPietro to serve as
its chair. May I ask you to take time to
re-read these statements (which are
available on the CLSA website at
http://www.clsa.org) and to forward on
to Melanie your own ideas regarding
them? The input will be valuable.
Thank you.

Surely the most important thing cur-
rently taking place within the Society is
the hiring of a new Executive Coordi-

nator. Art Espelage has served as the
CLSA’s Executive Coordinator since
1999, and informed us last Spring that
the present fiscal year would be his last
in that role. Our Past President, Steve
Pedone, honored him at the Costa Mesa
convention with the formal thanks of
the Society and more, but at the same
time a Search Committee was busy
seeking and interviewing candidates for
this full-time position in our Wash-
ington, DC, office. I wish I could
announce the hiring of a new Executive
Coordinator to you at this time, but as
of this writing this is not yet possible. 
I do hope to share good news with you
soon on this subject.

There are two other very ambitious
works currently underway in the
Society. One is being done by a special

convention.
The other major new work within

the CLSA which I would like to bring
to your attention is our “Publications
Advisory Board.” It’s no secret that the
market for canonical publications is not
as great as it once was. At the same time
as this market has declined, our Society
has encountered other difficulties, both
practical as well as financial, in pro-
ducing quality works in the field of
canon law. Yet the membership of the
CLSA and its Board of Governors
remain insistent that we make every
effort to continue to bring forth publi-
cations that will benefit the entire
Church, including not only the
canonical professional but also the 
pastoral minister and the committed
disciple of the Lord. To help ensure this,

developmental committee known as the
“Future Initiatives Project.” This group
has just completed a comprehensive
consideration of the CLSA and its
future, and its report has been sub-
mitted to the Board of Governors. This
report recommends some significant
steps be taken over the next year or so,
principally focusing on the committee
structure of the CLSA and on the
content and focus of the Society’s activ-
ities. The BOG will discuss the report
at its meeting in late January 2008, and
I am confident that shortly thereafter
these recommendations will be passed
on to the membership of the Society.
The FIP committee hopes to inform
many of you about its ideas during the
various regional meetings of canonists
in 2008. Progress in refining and imple-
menting the group’s recommendations
should become more visible at the 2008

the PAB was established. It is presently
developing clear policies and procedures,
which will help everyone connected
with our publications – from editors to
authors to readers to those who simply
dream up ideas for new books! While at
present the number of publications “in
the pipeline” is small, in part so as to
enable the PAB to develop its guidelines
without having to adapt these to many
projects already underway, we hope that
in coming years publications will again
increase in number.

In this vein, I also wish to point out
that in the planning for each CLSA con-
vention, effort is made to solicit input
for formal presentations, which then are
published in our annual CLSA Pro-
ceedings. This is a “call for papers,” so
that every CLSA member might have

Finally, I close with a related appeal
for your help: can you assist the Society
in other ways? A great deal of my efforts
in the past few weeks has been devoted
to finding persons to serve on various
CLSA committees and task forces. I am
immensely grateful to those generous
members who have accepted
appointment to our work, often with an
eagerness that is impressive. Yet also so
often I contact a member about some
possible service only to discover that he
or she is already over-extended in min-
istry, and simply doesn’t have the time
to devote to one more thing! I can
appreciate that, for no one wants to
cause more grief to anyone’s calendar or
sanity, but at the same time I don’t want
helpful service to go undone because I
don’t know of someone’s interests or
abilities. As I write this I am still
looking for active members of the
Society who are able to serve on our
Committees on Resolutions, Investment
Review, Religious Law and Diocesan
Synods, as well as an additional person
to help with Convention Liturgies.
While by the time you read this I hope
to have all of these positions filled,
knowing of your interests and will-
ingness to assist will be a big help to me
and to the Board of Governors in the
coming months.
